Put a line between paragraphs. Keep the paper length less than or equal to 20 pages including references. (Target your paper for approximately 12 pages, but longer is acceptable.) Provide a PDF version of your final paper. See Section 3 Deadline and Submissions for more information. For references use the author-date style (RefAuthor 2010). 
2. Figures and Tables and Equations and Such
This section covers the formatting of figures, tables, and equations. In addition, this section provides an example of subsections. The sections are not automatically numbered (we all have fought Word on that point too many times) so please provide appropriate numbering for your paper following the convention of this template.
2.1 Figures

Please provide thoughtfully constructed figures. The document format is electronic so you are free to use color in your figures, but as always consider what the appearance will be on the black and white printed page since many readers will still print the final paper. Fig. 1 provides an example figure. Please use “Fig.” to call out the figures in your text.

2.2 Tables
